INSPECTION PROTOCOL AND PROCEDURES FOR THE 


IMPLEMENTATION OF THE BRSR GYPSY MOTH PLAN


PROTOCOL.


Group leaders are responsible to assure the GM Protocol and Procedures are complied with.


All vehicles, equipment and plants/shrubs entering the BRSR including anything that is kept or stored outside, during the period April 1 through June 1 arriving from the GM quarantine area should be inspected for gypsy moth egg masses, if they are to remain on the BRSR more than one night.


All vehicles, equipment and plants/shrubs including anything that is kept or stored outside during the period  June 20  through August 15 should be inspected prior to leaving the BRSR for egg masses if they have been on the BRSR for more than one night.


NO FIREWOOD shall be brought into or taken out of the BRSR at anytime of the year.  BRSR users who bring firewood into the Reservation shall be asked to retain it in a protected and unused state and carry it out of the Reservation upon leaving. (The BRSR will initiate a process to provide firewood to BRSR users from internal supplies.)


Contracts regarding timber sales or involve the movement of wood products out of the BRSR shall require a GM USDA Compliance Agreement.


INSPECTION PROCEDURES.


Equipment:  All user supplied camping gear should be inspected by the owner before packing or storing for transport to the BRSR.  (Owners should be given access to a GM ID card to enable identification of  GM egg masses prior to the inspection.)  Owners are also responsible for a follow-up inspection of the equipment prior to leaving the BRSR, if their stay was more than one night.


Vehicles:  All vehicles (cars, trucks, trailers, RV’s, other motorized conveyances) should be inspected by their owners prior to arrival at the BRSR (April 1 through June 1)

and prior to leaving the BRSR if the vehicle has remained on the BRSR for more than one night.  The owner shall have access to a GM ID card to enable egg mass identification.  Close attention should be given to the inspection of wheel wells, axles,  the hidden exterior of tires, and the perimeter of the vehicle undersides.  (The BRSR shall provide access to a portable wheeled mirror on a level site at the departure point of Camps Powhatan and Ottari.  Appropriate signage shall be posted at this point to remind owners of their responsibility to inspect and to guide the inspection process.)


DISPOSAL.


Egg masses found during the inspection process shall be coated with Golden Oil or other vegetable oil in situ (by brush or sprayer) and allowed to sit for at least 1 minute for the oil to penetrate.  Scrape the egg mass into a container with a knife or scraper and place the oiled egg masses into a plastic bag that can be tightly closed.  Dispose of the bagged oiled egg masses in a garbage container.

GM larva found during inspections may be treated with liquid Sevin or Orthene Tree and Ornamental Spray using a brush or sprayer.  Killed larva can be gathered and placed into a plastic bag and disposed as garbage.

Oil, scrapers, containers, plastic bags and a covered  disposal can shall be located at the point of departure used for GM inspections.

SAFETY FIRST – Appropriate safety procedures should be observed when killing and disposing of egg masses and larva, particularly if using chemical pesticides to kill larva.
